Pierre Claverie was born in Algeria in 1938. He grew up in a loving familypadds noirs French people who had settled in Algeria.
He lived in a ocolonial bubbled completely cut off f rieshootl hje
and joined the Dominicans in France. Despite the political upheavals, he wanted to return and serve in Algeria. He stdepes|f
in the Arab culture, |l earning the |l anguage and | i vi nandliatibno 4 e
between races.
In 1981, Pierre Claverie was made Bishop of Oran. Christians in the region were few in number and surrounded by a dom|pant
Muslim population. As Muslim fundamentalists became more powerful, Christians were threatened and several members of netigiq
orders were assassinated. Pierre became increasingly aware of the danger he was in, but in this situation he also de&speméetr-h
standing of the cross. He did not leave but stayed to bear witness to the love of Jesus and his promise of life. In g@bheMus-
lim driver were blown up by a terrorist bomb.
Jesus had begun his ministry by announcing the kingdom of God. He called disciples to follow him and then revealed toliféis,
mi racl es, his exorcisms and his teaching, what Godods r ulae |me
God was as much concerned about saving Gentiles as Jews. The disciples had discounted this and were dazzled by his powers.
In todayds Gospel, Jesus questions his disciples abouteasks 4 t
them who they think he is. Peter speaks up with the correct answer: Jesus is the Christ, the Messiah. But Jesus needs to qualify|fhis
answer by adding a truth which the disciples will not welcome. They shared the popular expectation of a Messiah who wafgl by
Israel salvation by defeating their enemies by force. But are power and violence the answer? Jesus had already put ibekiirad h
satanic temptation in the desert.
Jesus now tells them that he will be a Messiah who will certainly give life through being raised after three days. Butlifetwill
come through suffering, rejection by the authorities and the shame of the cross. Jesus says this not because he likieg swifer
because unless he tackles the root cause of sin, he cannot bring about a genuine salvation. He has to reject the spirahoéd which
is part of the Jewish nationalist dream for liberation. What he offers in its place is a-géling love, a sacrificial lovehat has the
power to touch those who gaze upon the cross with the eyes of faith. It is a love that, through the power of the resurreatiounite
and not divide. Jesus knows his death is inevitable but now he needs to tell his disciples that they must follow on thepstiniie only
by risking their life for his sake will they gain it.
