Prayer 

 

A small village in rural Russia was beset by drought one year and all the 

crops failed.  The village rabbi prayed to the heavens, òLord, why donõt you 

do something about this dreadful drought?ó  But the heavens remained  

silent.  So the rabbi organized a charity food-drive with the neighbouring 

villages to feed his people. 

When the rains came, they came in heavy and the local river flooded killing 

all the livestock.  The rabbi again prayed, òHeavenly Father, my people are 

suffering so much, save us from this flood!ó  But, again, no help from God 

seemed forthcoming.  So the rabbi lobbied the government authorities to 

provide financial assistance to replenish the herds lost in the deluge. 

Finally, in the wake of the flood, infection and disease ran through the inhabitants of the village.  The rabbi prayed once more, òNow 

surely God you will help us!ó  But the diseases ran their course.  So the rabbi marshaled the able bodied in the village to care for the 

sick. 

Months later, reflecting on the tragedies of the past year, the rabbi turned to God and accused the deity, òWhy did you not  

answer the prayers of my poor villagers?  Why did you not send help to them when we were beset by drought, floods and  

pestilence?ó 

After many hours of anguished entreaty, a quiet voice answered the rabbi in the depths of his heart, òOf course I sent help; I sent 

you!ó 

The first reading and the Gospel for today tell similar stories about prayer.  In the first reading from Genesis (18:20ñ32), we find 

Abraham haggling with God for the lives of the citizens in Sodom and Gomorrah, whom God intended to punish for their sins.  In 

the Gospel, Luke reports a scene in which Jesus teaches his disciples to pray, offering the prayer we now know as the òOur Fatheró or 

the òLordõs Prayeró as the exemplar. 

In the process of Abrahamõs struggle to understand the mercy and justice of God, Abraham learns that prayer is not about  

persuading God to do what Abraham wants.  Abraham also learns that prayer is not about appeasing or placating God.  Prayer is 

primarily about learning what God is like and what he wants of us. 

When his disciples ask Jesus to teach them to pray, Jesus demonstrates how one should address God as Father, assuming the  

predisposition of a child who waits in confidence for Godõs sure reply.  Like the character of God in the Abraham story, the image of 

God that Jesus paints is not that of a vengeful, wrathful deity intent on punishing us for our misdeeds, but a God who acts like a 

loving, compassionate, forgiving and caring Father.  

Both these readings remind us that prayer is an activity that flows out of a relationship.  There is no right technique for prayer except 

a willingness to be open to the transformative power of Godõs presence.  The practice of regular prayer does not make us more effec-

tive at manipulating Godõs will.  Rather, praying regularly will make us better people which is what God wants and the world needs.

LabOra Workshop ñHighly Recommended for all involved in the Liturgy Ministry  
LabOra Workshop:  Wednesday 4 August, 7.00pm to 9.30pm  at St Ritaõs Parish, Victoria Point.  

LabOra is a software resource promoted by the Brisbane Liturgical Commission containing all the readings and 

prayers used in all Masses throughout the year. It also contains all liturgies for other church services such as 

funerals, weddings, baptisms etc. The software package also contains all church music. You can imagine how  

important this resource will be as the Australian church adopts the new missal.  

LabOra is invaluable for those planning liturgies, those working with childrenõs liturgy, those working on  

sacramental preparation and those teaching religious education. The package even includes òHomily Helpsó. 

This parish has had the resource available for several years and has purchased a multi -user licence so that  

several parishioners can put LabOra on their home computers if they wish. Even though the resource has been 

available for some time this is our first opportunity to host a workshop.

Special Collection for Vitae -  This weekend  
 

During Fr Leoõs absence on holiday, we have the pleasure of 

welcoming Mgr John Butler back to St Ritaõs to celebrate the 

weekend masses with us. 

Most of us will remember that perhaps his most important  

mission is the promotion of and fundraising for  

Vitae Champ Camps, largely for young people who have perhaps 

òfallen by the waysideó and need serious help to get their lives 

back together again.  

The Champ Camp is aimed at females and males aged 15 ð 25. 

The Camp enables young Australians to realise their full potential.  

The Camp reduces the social and financial costs to society that result from anti -social behaviour,  

 substance abuse, violence, crime and youth suicide.  

The Champ Camp is focused on facilitating the successful transition from adolescence to adulthood.  

 It provides youths with a positive life -centre rite of passage.  

The Campõs emphasis is on challenge. 

Participants are encouraged to respond to achievable challenges in unfamiliar circumstances.  

A Champ Camp is conducted over nine days of concentrated training in the bush, about 30 minutes south of 

Beaudesert, Queensland. The Camp consists of three phases:  

Phase 1-  Operation BRUMBIE.  The bush craft phase creating skills to meet physiological, safety, and  

relationship needs. This includes navigation and adventure.  

Phase 2 -  Operation MATILDA. The expedition phase that presents challenge and team work while  

enhancing self confidence and oneness with nature.  

Phase 3 -  Operation DRAGON. The self developmental phase involving a solo and strategies to look at  

reactive and proactive behaviours. This leads to the development of strategies for confronting the ôreal 

world' while shaping a happy future.  
 

Each Champ Camp has 20 participants and John Butler tries to organise two each year.  The limiting factor 

however, as always, is the availability of funds.  

Many of us when we look around at the problems facing the youth of today, and thinking of our own families, 

must say a fervent prayer of thanks and think òThere but for the grace of God . . . . .ó 

We have heard a lot about Social Justice in recent times.  Letõs put it in to action and see if St Ritaõs can help 

John Butler and the young people he serves by funding one bursary for a young person to attend a Champ 

Camp.  That sets a target of $1 500.00.  Itõs quite a lot of money but we at St Ritaõs are generous people and, 

with such a deserving cause, it is achievable and will be well worth the effort.
