Yet now he was about to betray him. |[The
treachery of a friend is much more hurtful and difficult to deal with than the treachery of an enemy.

Betrayal is very hard to deal with. However, those who have been betrayed can take comfort from the fact that Jesus knwows
they feel. They do not have to pretend that they are not affected by it. Jesus showed how hurt he was, and talked omenly gp
it. What matters is how we deal with the hurt. It could make us bitter and tempt us to retaliate.

In spite of feeling hurt, Jesus did not hit back at Judas. He refused even to expose him in front of the others. Buninigim a
morsel of bread ( a gesture of friendship), he let him know he was aware of what he was planning. In refusing to poingére f
at him, he left the door open for him to return to the fold.

What Judas did hurt the other apostles too. After all, he was one of them. They had trusted him, and shared everything wjth
him. They thought they knew him, and yet he turned out to be a traitor. In betraying Jesus he betrayed them too.
We do not remember this night for Judasd betrayal. Well rer
Eucharist should help us to recover from any betrayals we have suffered at the hands of others. And it should help u#to gyo
betraying anyone else.
