
Wild Grapes at 
Harvest 

(Matthew 21: 33 - 43) 
  

It sounds like the same story repeated from 
Isaiah: a vineyard fails to produce a harvest. But 

this time, it’s not grapes that fail, but the 
farmhands who work the land. The harvest is 

available, but the workers won’t give it up to the 
owner. They’re willing to go far beyond 

selfishness. They’ll accept bloodshed to hold 
onto what they see rightfully theirs. 

  
Isaiah’s parable presents sin in a passive light:  
a failure to produce what’s good. Jesus tells a 
story of sin that’s about actively choosing to 

pervert the good. These two kinds of sin have 
been called “acts of omission and commission” 
by the church. They are “what we have done 
and failed to do,” as we confess at Mass. We 
are responsible for both behaviours: choosing 

not to do good as much as the deliberate 
decision for evil. Even in Jesus’ time, people 

boasted of keeping the Ten Commandments, as 
though that fulfilled their obligation to God. But 

the absence of active evil is not the same as the 
presence of love.
