Corpus Christi

Jesus fed a crowd of five thousand with five loaves
and two fish. He blessed and broke the food,
distributing it through his disciples. Everyone was
satisfied, and twelve baskets of leftovers were
collected. (Luke 9:11-17)

The Gospel story of the feeding of the crowd
reminds us of God's abundant love. Jesus takes what little food the disciples have
and multiplies it to feed thousands. This points to the Eucharist, where God provides for
the deepest needs of our souls.

The Eucharist shows us how much God cares for us. It is a reminder that his love is
never limited and that He always wants to share his blessings with us. Like the crowd in
the Gospel, we are called to trust in God's care and turn to him in faith.

Corpus Christi helps us remember that the Eucharist is a sign of God’s love. It
strengthens us to love others as God loves us. Just as Jesus fed the crowd, we are

called to share what we have with those in need.
