The Heart’s Abundance  
  

“Each of you speak from your heart’s abundance.” 
  

Here are some parables about how the truth will sneak past our 
best intentions and present itself. If we do not see the way clearly, 

we cannot pretend to be guides for others. (Parents, teachers, 
pastors – and people who write Scripture commentary – beware!)  

In the end, what is within us will make itself known to all. 
  

That is why it is one of our most urgent responsibilities to guard our 
hearts. We must guard against bitterness, hopelessness, needless 

anxiety, cynicism, unfocussed rage, and unforgiveness. It is our 
primary duty as Christians to love well. We are mandated to love 

God and one another, and to work our way up to love of enemy and 
the really tricky ones. We need hearts that are pliable and love that 
is growing. We cannot afford to surrender to “heart disease” of any 
kind, those ways of thinking, living, and remembering that cause us 

to harden our hearts.
