 Got Bread? - John 6: 24 - 35 
  

Jesus said, “Throw your lot in with the One that God has sent. That kind of   
commitment gets you in on God’s works.” They waffled: “Why don’t you give us a 
clue about who you are, just a hint of what’s going on? When we see what’s up, 
we’ll commit ourselves. Show us what you can do. Moses fed our ancestors with 

bread in the desert. It says so in the Scriptures: ‘He  gave them bread from  
heaven to eat.’ ” (John 6: 29 - 31) 

  
Being hungry is not a virtue. If it were, the poor would all be holy, and the rich 
would all be evil. But that’s obviously not true. The state of our hearts can’t be 
measured by the size of our wallets. But the condition of our hearts CAN be 

measured by our willingness to share what we have. When we seek to alleviate 
the distress of those in need, we do two things right. We lift up someone locked 
down by hunger so that he or she might rise to a greater and fuller life. And we 

also expand our hearts through the practice of generosity so that we might    
experience “the food that endures for eternal life.” It’s a win-win situation. For as 
long as we work only for the food that perishes and hoard that for ourselves, we 
prolong the misery of the world and will not know the joy that belongs to those 

whose hearts are free to give.
