This weekend the Holy Church joyfully celebrate Pentecost Sunday.
Pentecost is a feast which occupies a very important and prominent
position in the Church’s history and liturgical calendar. This is because it
serves as the bridge between Easter Season and Ordinary Time of the year.

As we celebrate the great feast of Pentecost, we remember the powerful
moment when the Holy Spirit descended upon the apostles gathered in
prayer with the Blessed Virgin Mary. Fearful and uncertain disciples were
transformed into courageous witnesses of Christ. Pentecost is often called
the “birthday of the Church,” because from that day onward the apostles
went out to proclaim the Good news to the whole world.

In the Gospel of this Sunday, Jesus breathes His Spirit upon the disciples and
says, “Peace be with you.” The Holy Spirit is God’s gift of peace, strength,
wisdom, and courage. The Spirit guides us when we are confused, comforts
us when we are troubled, and inspires us to live with faith and love.
Even today in our time, the same Holy Spirit continues to work in our lives
and in our parish community. We receive the Spirit through the Sacraments,
through prayer, through the Word of God, and through acts of kindness and
service. Pentecost reminds us that we are never alone; God’s Spirit walks
with us every day.

Let us ask ourselves: Are we allowing the Holy Spirit to guide our words,
decisions, and relationships? Do we bring peace, forgiveness, and joy to
others? The gifts of the Spirit are not meant to remain hidden within us. Like
the apostles, we are called to share the love of Christ with courage and
enthusiasm. May this feast renew our hearts and fill our families and parish
with the fire of God’s love.

Let us pray for a fresh outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon our Church, our
world, and each one of us. Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful
and kindle in them the fire of your love. Happy Pentecost to you all!
